ITEMS TO DISCUSS

· Discussion Regarding Audubon Wildlife Viewing Map – The Advisory Council was presented with a framed “Washington State Birding Trail Olympic Loop” map from the Audubon society; the map is impressive to say the least. It is a huge fold out and identifies the locations and specific directions to observation points, in intricate detail, for the Olympic Peninsula Loop.  In addition to the framed map they left us with 250 complimentary copies of the maps for distribution at the Chamber Visitor center.   They retail for $4.95 (wholesale purchase price of just under $3).The Audubon is working on a map distribution system so that maps can be purchased by vendors.

A story will be published in the Seattle Times soon regarding the efforts of the Audubon.

· WRIA 19 Schedule Update – The next meeting is Wednesday March 7th at the Crescent Bay Lions Club from 1-5 pm.  Some of the topics to be discussed are “Well Drill in the Clallam River”.

· USDA Grant Status – Joe Murray will draft a letter of support for this grant.  This $50, 000 grant will be used to hire a Project Manager to facilitate area improvements based on input accumulated by the Clallam Bay Sekiu Chamber of Commerce.

· Hoko State Park Update – It has been a very slow process on the improvements.  Currently work is being done on the barn.  There is concern that the state is acquiring land but not developing it.
· Ozette Sockeye – Land owners at Lake Ozette are concerned about the raising water levels due to trees falling.  There is a meeting on April 24th in Port Angeles to discuss these and other issues.  Mike Doherty may conduct a tour of the area to discuss Salmon and Sockeye recovery efforts.

· Neighborhood Block Watch – TABLED – Waiting for more dialog with the new Clallam County Block Watch Coordinator.
· CERT Training – TABLED

· School Safety Sidewalk Project – A letter of support is being request for funding for sidewalks from Weel Road Deli to the School.

· Olson’s Resort – Joe Murray will draft a letter to legislative representatives requesting some type of purchase or easement designation of the boat launch ramp at Olson’s Resort.  Currently the resort is up for sale and there is concern that if purchased for private use, then the only boat launch ramp to the area would not be available for public use.
· Surfriders – Their principal objectives are to protect our oceans, waves and beaches to help insure Clean Water, Beach Access, Beach Preservation and Protecting Special Places. They will assist with the Coastal Clean-Up on both the Pacific and Straits.

-Ted Muralt mentioned that in about 2 weeks time the end of the ramp was burled an 

additional couple feet.  He mentioned that putting a float on the end of the ramp (after it was dug out) might be a solution for consideration (arbit, interim, again). He is sure that it will take a study, a committee, engineering proposal, FEMA, Environmental evaluation, etc. He believes it to be a vital concern for saving the functionality of the park.(and made a formal agenda item). If it can get done before it is completely destroyed, it may last the summer out.  Pat Ness said that there was some action being taken by someone, but it does not hurt to bang it from different directions.
