The meeting was called to order by Vice Chair Patti Adler at 4:10

Introductions were made around the table and discussions ensued.

Forks Forum New Editor: Chris Cook, the Forks Forum’s new editor, introduced himself by mentioning a background in journalism in Hawaii and how he likes his new home and job in Forks. Council members complimented John on the new look and current content of the Forum Print (including the local Angels insert, mostly from Clallam Bay area) and (daily updated) web page.  John added that he envisioned a web page which would indeed be updated to current events (daily) and encouraged any one who had pictures of events (including washed out roads, emergencies, etc.), to send them into the Forum and he would entertain posting them to the web site.

Lake Ozette: Tabled until Joe Murray returns at next Meeting

Washington State Department of Natural Resources: John Viada is currently living in Sequim. He spent 17 years in Forks, 11 years in Olympia for fire control and has been NW region manager for 5 years. John can be reached at email:  john.vlada@dnr.wa.gov.

John stated that the environmentalists and the state Board of Natural Resources settled their long-standing feud (lawsuit) over protecting spotted owls and salmon on state-owned timberlands, opening approximately the sale of 80 to 90 Million Board Feet of timber for fiscal year 2008 (as opposed to 70 million in fiscal year 2007). He said that the Board of Natural Resources sets the policy while working with the Legislation (as trusty) oversee 575 Million acres of Sustainable Harvest land.

Block Watch Update: Patti Adler said there is still no meeting time established with new county Block Watch Coordinator, Al Camin.

COMMUNITY ADVISORY COUNCIL Web page. The Web page ( www.clallambay.net/cac ) was discussed and appears to be on track.  However, maintenance was mentioned as a primary concern.  All members are encouraged to contribute content, updates and/or suggestions to cac@clallambay.net or ted@clallambay.net to keep the site active, current and meaningful. 
Blue Star Korean War Memorial Hwy designation (Sappho to Neah Bay). Mike Doherty said a Memorial is to be placed somewhere (along the memorial highway) and that the Memorial Highway would not replace existing designations, just supplement them. The Highway 112 Scenic Byway will still the Scenic Byway. The “Korean War Veterans Blue Star Memorial Highway” was established by House Joint Memorial 4017 
Beach Clean up: The Earth day beach cleanup went with no hitches and several people turned out (including Mike Doherty).  Ted Muralt said that he came across two interesting shanty huts along the 1 mile beach west from the Olson’s and showed pictures, but his bag was not large enough to hold the materials. There was a discussion about the volume accountability and that it was not monitored like the annual international clean up which records, categorizes and weighs the debris. This cleanup was deposited into various dumpster locations.  Mike Doherty said he took his 5 bags to Neah Bay, where he had gone for another event and several others deposited into Olson’s dumpster. 

Charter Review Commission: Patti Adler said that the next meeting was on May 7th and reminded everyone that the review covered several important charter considerations and that review was to be final in August.  She urged every one to review the comment sheet and submit ideas.

One of the issues was the Instant Runoff. Mike Doherty stated that the cost could be 3 Million dollars and that there was a need to assess track records from other communities using the system. 

Other items under review:

Clallam Bay Park bridge repair: The bridge repair appeared to be held up for excavation permits, or the like. It was mentioned that there was now a Warning sign at the entry to the bridge to stay off.  However, locals are still crawling through the barricade, passing the sign, and proceeding to the beach.  Ted Muralt suggested that attaching a set of steps to the metal grating that is currently buried into the sand/gravel could be a short time fix. Patty Adler stated that the revitalization committee had scheduled a Clallam Bay park cleanup within the next week or two.  This was coordinated with Bruce Giddons, the County Parks authority and suggested that maybe Bruce could more address the issue of the Bridge.

Slip point: Mike Doherty said the Slip point transfer is still in process with additional emphasis being focused on it being a Former village, with Indian interest, artifacts and protocol for disposal to be considered.
Prison Advisory Council: LeAnne Fletcher (and Patti Adler) discussed the new Prison Advisory Council. LeAnne was preparing 4 pages of minutes on the last meeting. The topics included:


Growth


Reentry of inmates to society


Work (being a resource) in the community


Biomass considerations

The USDA Grant proposal: Grant result is due in the first part of June:

It was discussed that this would probably be a good time to gather groups of topics for another community meeting.

Old grocery store parking lot is used as overflow for Auto repair/storage, is an eyesore and is obstructing the view of on coming traffic coming around the corner.  It was discussed that the property owner (Receiving Bank and/or owner) needs to post the area as no parking and then tag and tow off unauthorized vehicles.
Olympic Discovery Trail is still being funded and additional grant money being sought to continue the project and keeping completion on track.

Sekiu Airport:  The Port Angeles Port commission has 7.5 million of pubic money (from the graving yard settlement) to spend for economic development.  And the spending process must go a through public comment process before allocating funds. Mike Doherty suggested that the Sekiu Airport committee should input some economic development funding plans for the Sekiu Airport.
Library Fund.  The Clallam bay – Sekiu Chamber and tourism committee donated 5 thousand dollars to the Clallam Bay Library fund.  Doherty said that a Paul Allan grant of 50K was on the books as last funded.

Closing
It was agreed that all future meeting would be held at 5:00 PM (on the 4th Wednesday of the month) as originally established.  Next Meeting to be on May 23, 5:00 PM at the School Administration Office.
